Board of Directors Meeting

March 15, 2007
The regular meeting of the Brownsburg Community Association Board was held at 7 p.m. on Thursday, March 15, 2007, at Asbury United Methodist Church.  Members present were Isabelle Chewning, Mary Helfenberger, Connie Huffman, Joe and Margaret Skovira, and Rachel Koeniger.  Also in attendance were Dick Barnes, Chairman of the Museum Advisory Committee, and Paul Hahn. 


The meeting was called to order by Vice-President Joe Skovira. 

February Minutes:  Minutes of the February 22 meeting were not prepared but will be ready for approval at the April meeting.
Treasurer’s Report:  Isabelle Chewning reviewed the Treasurer’s Report (a copy is included on page 3 of these minutes). She pointed out that the report is divided into separate categories for the BCA and Museum. The Museum Project Report now lists expenditures in sequential order. The report was unanimously approved following a motion by Margaret Skovira.

To give the Board time to review the financial reports, Isabelle will begin sending them out prior to the meetings.


BCA membership reminder postcards will be mailed in April.

Museum Advisory Committee:  Dick reported that the MAC will sponsor a recital by Will Ferguson in October on either the 7th or 14th. The fee for Will and his accompanist will be $5,000 plus their travel expenses. Anonymous benefactors have agreed to contribute $5,000 toward the cost of the event. The location for the recital is yet to be determined. New Providence and the Wilson Concert Hall at W&L are available on both dates, and Dick has tentatively reserved each location for the two dates. W&L will charge $200 for the use of its facility. The seating capacity is comparable at both locations (approximately 300) and facilities for a reception following the recital are available at both. Tickets will be required but will be free. Donations will be accepted following the recital.

Dick reported that work on the building should resume soon. Alan Hemp will be donating the fixtures for the museum in addition to his plumbing services. The remaining work to be done on the building should be covered by the approximately $37,000 available for the project.

Beautification:  Betsy Reid has planted pansies in the boxes at the post office.
Publicity:  Margaret posted a notice with the website address on the community bulletin board.
Old Business
Fundraising:  Paul Hahn expressed concern that, without a major fundraiser, the total amount in the BCA treasury at the end of the year is estimated to be only $3,200. He suggested that the idea of a house tour should not be ruled out. A lengthy discussion of the house tour as well as other fundraising ideas (art festival, yard sale, and chicken BBQ) followed. The Board agreed that events combining fundraising with community activities would be ideal. Joe asked Mary to compile a list of fundraising ideas and to make a report at the April meeting.
New Business


Isabelle announced that March 31 is Community Clean-Up Day.

Margaret volunteered to provide a container at the post office for the Asbury Church Window Fund. The Board will match up to $250 of donations made by the community.
