Board of Directors Meeting

April 19, 2007
The regular meeting of the Brownsburg Community Association Board was held at 7 p.m. on Thursday, April 19, 2007, at Asbury United Methodist Church.  Members present were Isabelle Chewning, Bob Driver, Don Firebaugh, Mary Helfenberger, Connie Huffman, Milton Reid, Joe & Margaret Skovira, and Rachel Koeniger.  Also in attendance was Dick Barnes, Chairman of the Museum Advisory Committee. 


President Milton Reid called the meeting to order. 
Approval of Minutes:  The February 22 and March 15 minutes had been circulated by e-mail prior to the meeting and were approved by common consent.
Treasurer’s Report:  Isabelle Chewning reviewed the Treasurer’s Report (a copy is included on page 3 of these minutes). She reported that $50 had been deposited in the Asbury Window Fund collection container and that several new memberships had been received as a result of the postcard reminders. The Board approved the Treasurer’s Report as presented.
Museum Advisory Committee:  Dick Barnes reported that the interior framing on the museum building is underway and should be finished soon. The wiring is also nearing completion and the plumbing has been roughed-in. He also announced that volunteers will soon be needed to help with painting and clean-up in the building and yard.


Dick reported that the MAC has decided to hold the Will Ferguson recital on Sunday, October 7, at 2 p.m. at the Wilson Concert Hall at Washington & Lee. The fee for rental of the hall will be $200 and will include the use of the Lenfest lobby for a reception following the recital.

Isabelle reported that the Virginia Humanities Foundation grant proposal will be submitted tomorrow. She has received encouraging feedback on the proposal from a VHF reviewer and is hopeful that the grant will be approved.
Beautification:  Milton presented Betsy Reid’s plans for landscaping around the village sign on Sterrett Road.
Publicity:  Margaret Skovira suggested that a photo of the window fund check presentation to Asbury Church be submitted to the newspaper. Isabelle will contact Betty Brown to arrange a time for the presentation


Rachel Koeniger announced that the next newsletter will be published the first of May. Articles to be included in that issue should be submitted to her soon 
Special Events Committee:  Mary Helfenberger distributed a table she had compiled of possible BCA fundraising and community events. Each event was broken down as to the benefits and 
costs of both time and money. The Board agreed not to have a home tour this year but will have a community Labor Day Picnic. Activities that the Board decided to explore further included an art show, yard sale, gospel sing, and Christmas Party.
Old Business

Isabelle reported that the BCA tax return is due May 15 and is in the process of being prepared.

Milton asked for volunteers to serve on a membership committee. Membership is down and he would like to have ideas for improving the numbers. The Board voted unanimously to lower BCA business membership dues to $25 following a motion by Mary Helfenberger, seconded by Bob Driver.
